e | never arrange to meet anyone I've only met online.
e | don’t open emails or messages from people | don’t know.
e | checkif information online is true.
e If I'm unsure or upset by something online, | tell an adult.
e | only use the internet with permission and use safe websites/apps.
e | am polite and friendly online.
e laskan adult before posting pictures or videos of myself.

For Parents/Carers:
e | have read and discussed these rules with my child.
e | give permission for my child to use the school’s internet and ICT facilities.
e lunderstand the school takes steps to keep children safe online but cannot control everything accessed.
e | will support safe internet use at home and tell the school if | have any concerns.
e | will not post images of children other than my own on social media.
